Mayan cities had similar layouts to each other. They would have a palace for the ruler, a plaza for the marketplaces and temples, in the form of
pyramids.
Mayan cities were often found near trade routes and good farmland.
Mayans were polytheists, believing in many nature
gods or deities.
Priests were considered the most important people in the Mayan culture. Warriors, craftsmen and traders were next in the hierarchy. Farmers, workers and slaves were at the bottom of the
hierarchy.
Mayan merchants traded many goods including salt, cotton, honey and jade.
The Mayan calendar (Tzolkin) consisted of 260 days and 13 months.
The demise of the Mayan civilisation came about because of a mixture of deforestation, land
erosion and drought.
