	Discuss different theories about the beginning of the world (Creation story, Big Bang and Science),

Sequence the Creation story
 
Discuss how people should be looking after the world and consequences when they don’t (climate change)

	Interpret miracles of Jesus 
Research miracles using the Bible
Discuss personal opinions of miracles
Identify and compare the impact of Jesus’s miracles on the disciples, the crowds and believers today
Suggest reasons why people do or do not believe in the miracles
Ask questions about the meanings of the miracles
Write a reflection on whether the miracles are true or just stories
Present the key teachings and beliefs of a religion
Refer to religious figures and holy books to explain answers
Identify religious artefacts and explain how and why they are used
Explain some of the religious practices of both clerics and individuals
Identify religious symbolism in literature and the arts
Show an understanding that personal experiences and feelings influence attitudes and actions
Ask questions that have no universally agreed answers
	Explore how influential people influence us. Empathise with different people from the bible including the disciples. Research how Christians are still inspired by the Holy Spirit today. Explore how pentecost is celebrated and interpret the symbols used. Reflect on ideas about inspirational people. 
Make links between beliefs.
Ask important questions and suggest answers
make comparisons between religions
Explore how believers help others through charity and service.
Explore key concepts
research a Christian and a Muslim charity and make comparisons. 
	Compare and contrast accounts of creation.
Link creation beliefs to caring for the environment. Reflect on whether believers care more or less for the environment. Investigate environmental issues. Find out about the differences we can make in caring for our environment.
Compare beliefs of Muslims and Christians about God.
Research names, words, characteristics used to describe God by different religions.
Form conclusions about differences beliefs make to the lives of followers.
Consider the relevance of prayer, worship and revelation in getting to know God. Reflect on own beliefs and compare to religious beliefs of others. Consider if someone’s view of God can be wrong.
